purposes. (File may be found on the Forms and Information link on the athletic web
page) Form must be signed for each sport(separate form)

3. Asigned copy of the Pikesville Student/Athlete Parent Sportsmanship expectations
and policies. (*This is New this Year and is included in this packet*)(File may be found
on the Forms and Information link on the athletic web page)

Coaches will discuss tryout /practice days and requirements other that those mentioned above at
the Registration and sportsmanship night.

All athletes and parents are expected to attend the registration and sportsmanship information
evening for each season.
