Parents can register at 

this site using their child’s 

BCPS student ID number 

and a unique email address 

as their username. Contact 

your child’s school counselor 

for more information.  

All students who took the 

PSAT in October will get 

their scores in mid-to late-

December, along with an 

orientation to the PSAT Extra 

web-based score reporting 

service. 

As of November 21, the 

School Counseling Office 

has mailed 218 transcripts 

for 40 seniors. Please be sure 

to notify your child’s school 

counselor of all decisions-

admissions, deferrals, and 

waitlists-so that we can have 

accurate records. 

Juniors will have a college 

planning lesson with their 

school counselors during 

which the students will be 

informed about how to se-

lect an appropriate college 

and develop an appropriate 

college testing plan. It is 

important to formulate such 

a plan with your child’s 

school counselor in order to 

avoid taking unnecessary or 

poorly timed college en-

trance tests.  

Information about Ad-

vanced Placement testing 

will be distributed in Janu-

ary.  

All students will begin their 

course advising process for 

the 2012-13 school year in 

January and February. 

Please be sure to discuss an 

appropriate level of rigor 

with your child, so that he or 

she is enrolled in courses 

next year that provide aca-

demic rigor for college pre-

paredness, but limits the risk 

of becoming overwhelming. 

Teachers are the best re-

source for consultation, and 

counselors can help stu-

dents develop a holistic four-

year plan.
